[image: ]Assuming from the ground plan here:
We need 5 separate mounds. Roughly, 2 1m x 1m, 
2 2m x 0.5m, 1 1m x 0.5m.



Materials:
Heather and Branches (Already Sourced)
10m2 of Chicken Wire £13.99 
Brown zip ties £0.50
Green zip Ties £0.50
 
Option: 
Astroturf Grass £5.99 per M2 

Method:

Roll out measurement of chicken wire, and cut with wire cutters to a nice round even shape, to look more natural. Then do the same thing again, this second sheet will be used to put under the first one, in order to trap the rest of the heather/branches and to make the whole thing portable. Place heather between the sheets and ziptie down if necessary.

To cover:
We need the mounds to be covered enough so that they blend in with the white flooring. Whichever one of these blends in most would probably be the best idea.
Dustsheets previously did not look very good, but if dust sheets cut to the size of each mound were painted in the same white that the flooring was then they should blend in alright.
Covers could also be made out of paper mache and painted white, however this could prove to be a lot of work.
White tablecloths too could work but using that kind of material might break off bits of the heather and branches.
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
